The Sports Playground is a programme in which children 
mainly enjoy playing and moving during the lessons, while 
imperceptibly working on their motor skills. 

The programme focuses on 10 basic forms of movement: 
Balancing, Climbing, Swinging, Rolling, Jumping, Running, 
Throwing, Kicking, Frolicking, B&M. In this programme, the 
focus is not directly on practicing volleyball, but rather on 
the basic forms of movement that are important in volleyball 
(namely throwing and jumping). 

The Sports Playground has been awarded the maximum 
score of three stars for broad motor skills by the Sport & 
Exercise Knowledge Centre and can therefore o�cially call 
itself a Partner in Versatile Movement!

Smashball is a training programme towards volleyball, the 
ideal way to get boys aged 6 to 14 interested in volleyball. 

This is done by applying competition forms and training 
methods that make the sport tougher and more attractive. 
And of course, this methodology is built around one of the 
coolest moves in volleyball, right, the SMASH! This training 
path towards Smashball is based on three pillars PLEASURE, 
MOVEMENT AND EXPERIENCE.

 All kinds of exercise forms have been devised that include 
practising volleyball technique on the one hand and a 
competition element on the other. These forms lead to the 
players improving their own technique by experiencing and 
repeating it. However, the boys must be able to move 
around su�ciently. As much as possible!

Hoops & Spikes is a 6-weeks collaborative programme between the 
Ontario Basketball Association (OBA) and the Ontario Volleyball 
Association (OVA) with the goal of developing physical literacy in 
children ages 6 to 9 years old (FUNdamental stage) by increasing 
physical activity participation opportunities. 

Hoops & Spikes will teach children the fundamental skills needed for 
basketball and volleyball, including the ABC's of athletics - Agility, 
Balance, Coordination and Speed. Children will complete and 
progress through levels, earning badges for each achievements. 

The programme will conclude with a culminating event, allowing 
children to showcase their skills in a fun and festive environment. In 
addition, the programme will train program leaders in the NCCP FMS 
course (Fundamental Motor Skills) and the Physical Literacy 
Assessment for Youth (PLAY) tool. 

This training will provide leaders with the skills to properly teach and 
assess participants across the province.
